This instructions show the correct way to assemble the fibre optic transceivers due to
the risk of damage that ESD (Electrostatic Discharge) may cause the transceiver and / or
the product.

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Assemble the Transceivers

carefully until the transceiver clicks in to
its position.

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Note. Fibre Optic Handling

Fibre optic equipment requires careful handling as the fibre components are very
sensitive to dust and dirt. If the fibre is disconnected from the modem, the protective
plug on the transmitter/receiver must be replaced. The protective plug must be kept
on during transportation. The fibre optic cable must also be protected in the same way.
If this recommendation is not followed, it can jeopardise the warranty.
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
